You will be given verbal instructions prior to each event and a demonstrator will negotiate each exercise prior to you  

running through the course.  You will have the opportunity to walk through each event and ask any questions you need to ask so that 
you will know what to expect. 

I encourage each of you to 
jump in and participate or volunteer to help out.  We have a great chance to help some riders advance to a higher level of riding  
ability and I for one am up for the challenge.

Coincidentally, March is National Nutrition Month - a great time to recognize the 
nutritional value of peanuts.  One serving of peanuts is a good source of protein, Vitamin E, Niacin, Folate, 
Phosphorus and Magnesium.  Peanuts are naturally cholesterol-free and low in saturated fat.

• Peanuts are not actually nuts at all!  They are legumes, like beans, peas and lentils.

Trip to New Jersey

• When you were texting and drifted into my lane. 
• When you try to occupy the same lane as me, do you stop to think I might need to maneuver around a pot hole or 

road obstacle? It is not a big deal in a four or more wheeled vehicle, but to me it could mean the difference between 
life or death. 

 
I have a list that could fill pages; these are but a few of the “lowlights”! The common thread that ties them all together is, 
as Aretha Franklin put it: R-E-S-P-E-C-T! 
Remember you are not the only one on the road. In other words: “Share the Road!”
